Statement of Justification 

For 
The Replacement of a Dilapidated Double Classroom and Retention of 

an Existing Single Classroom at Harrold Priory Middle School 
(Foundation status) 

 
Harrold Priory Middle school occupies only two temporary units on site the 
third unit is occupied by Harrold Lower School . 
 
Replacement of a Dilapidated Double Classroom 
The original double temporary classroom was inspected by its manufacturer, Elliot’s, 
and was found to be suffering from dry rot & structurally unsound and beyond 
economic state of repair. Due to the poor condition, the school has now replaced the 
unit in order to keep the school fully operational. The new unit is a comparatively new 
second-hand building almost identical in layout to the original unit. This proposal will 
not make any alterations to school numbers. The classrooms are used as form 
rooms and English Language classrooms. 
 
Retention of a Single Classroom 
The school has a second single classroom temporary building used as a form room 
and general classroom. This unit is being included in this application in order to 
simplify future joint applications. 
 
The school is a middle school and at present the long term viability is still to be 
decided, as such no further developments are proposed that would create a 
permanent building to house the existing occupants.  Planning permission for both 
units has now lapsed and we are now applying for permission to retain the units on 
site. There has been no changes in student numbers the units are essential for the 
present capacity at the school.  
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
